
Missouri School for the Deaf Coach and players 
selected to participate in the 2016 USADB All Star event

The United States of America Deaf Basketball association has selected coach Richard Keller, and seniors Joseph Allen and Terrell Owens to represent the National (West) team in its annual East – West All Star game on Friday, April 29. The game this year is being hosted in St. Louis. 
United States of America Deaf Basketball (USADB) is a national basketball organization serving Deaf and Hard of Hearing athletes who desire to participate in organized sports activities. There are eight regional units sponsored by USADB which come together at annual national tournaments and summer basketball camps, the All Star event being one of their annual highlights. Participants for Deaf Olympics and International Basketball games are selected from the most promising players at these tournaments, to represent USADB internationally.
Joseph Allen, of Jefferson City, and Terrell Owens, of Worth, Missouri, four-year letterman under Coach Keller are excited and looking forward to participating in this event. Allen, a starting guard for all four years will close out his career having been selected to the Great Plains Schools for the Deaf Conference All-Tournament team as well as being the team co-captain for the MSD Eagles this year. Owens also served as team co-captain this year and played an essential role in the Eagles season. Players on the roster for the National team playing with Joseph and Terrell are from Washington, California, Utah, Arizona, Texas and Minnesota. 
Coach Keller completed his fourth season as head coach of the Eagles this year. During his tenure the Eagles have won back-to-back championships in the Great Plains Schools for the Deaf conference 2013 and 2014, a 2nd place finish in the Central States Schools for the Deaf Tournament 2013, and was named National Deaf Interscholastic Athletic Association Division II Coach of the Year in 2013. The Eagles have a 22 -14 record under Coach Keller against schools for the deaf.
